DRESS CODE POLICY
PURPOSE FOR HAVING A DRESS CODE

1. To present an attractive appearance befitting a Christian school student.

2. To eliminate worldly competition as expressed through clothing.

3. To diminish socio-economic distinctions through clothing.

4. To eliminate drawing attention to one’s self through extremes in style.

5. To promote modesty.

6. To represent self, family, CCS and the Lord in a God-honoring manner.

DRESS CODE POLICY

At all times, students will be expected to live up to high standards and to exhibit self-control in areas of personal cleanliness, neatness, sexual purity and overall physical appearance.  The guidelines provided designate clothing requirements; however, if an item is not designated below as prohibited, do not assume that it may be worn without prior approval.  All interpretations of these guidelines are made at the discretion of the Administration.

CLOTHING SUPPLIERS (K-12)

The preferred and main supplier for all K-12 students continues to be Lands’ End for reasons of style and durability.  Families can purchase items from alternative clothing suppliers as an acceptable option for all grades under the following conditions:  Pants and skirts other than Lands’ End must be pre-approved before worn to school to assure compliance and modesty.  K-6 students must get prior classroom teacher approval. Grades 7-12 students must bring the items to school and physically model non-Lands’ End pants and skirts for school administration for approval.
APPEARANCE REQUIREMENTS AND GUIDELINES (K-12)
1.  Each in-school student must have his/her own complete “basic outfit.” (See section 6.5)
2.  CCS clothing colors are: Polos - BURGUNDY, NAVY, FOREST GREEN, WHITE.  Oxford shirts – WHITE.  Skirts, pants, skorts, shorts, capri’s - BEIGE/ KHAKI (any shade variation) or NAVY.
3.  School pants must not be rolled or worn in a manner as to detract from their original design. They may not be form-fitting (i.e. tight or revealing).  No sewn on patch pockets, no jean-like or corduroy fabric or rivets. No cargo pants. Zipper length must be a minimum of 4”.  Pants are to be hemmed to an appropriate length over shoes.  No rips, tears, or holes.  No shredded hems.  Undergarments must not be visible.
4.  Shirts.  No manufacturer’s logos.  Must fit (not snug or oversized) and must be worn tucked in. Short-sleeved shirts may not be worn with long sleeves underneath. Undershirts, if worn, must be solid white beneath polos & oxfords. Turtlenecks & mock-turtlenecks may be worn alone or under a sweater, sweatshirt, or oxford. Sweaters may not be overly sized. A collared shirt or turtleneck must be worn under sweaters and CCS sweatshirts at all times. A sweatshirt purchased with the CCS logo is the only sweatshirt option available. (Except for senior class hoodies)  
5.  Length of skirts, skorts, jumpers, or shorts must be no higher than 3” above the knee.
6.  Students reporting for field trips, special activities and school functions wearing inappropriate attire will not be permitted to participate in that activity. 

7.  No extremes will be permitted, as defined by the Administration, in hairstyle, makeup, jewelry or accessories.  No sweatbands, bandanas, or scarves.  No visible tattoos or piercings are permitted. (Except for ear piercings for girls)
8.  Wearing of coats, scarves, gloves, hats, blankets, or other non-CCS clothing during school hours will be considered a violation of dress code.

9.  Associate Students will follow the same general appearance code as in-school students when they are on school property and attending school functions.  However, Associate Students are not required to purchase a Basic Outfit.

10.  Interpretation and enforcement of dress code policies begin in the home. Cooperation between home and school is essential.

ENFORCEMENT 
Grades K-6:
Lower school dress code enforcement rests in the hands of the classroom teacher.

Grades 7-12:
A student found with his/her shirttail un-tucked will be fined $2.00 per incident.  Any student in violation of the dress code in any other regard will be fined $5.00 and may have various upper school privileges revoked. Any administrator or teacher has the authority to address dress code infractions.

The Administration will have the discretion to accept or deny any request for temporary exemptions from the dress code.  (i.e. medical reasons) 
BASIC OUTFIT (K-12)
Basic outfit is defined as the school dress up uniform for special occasions and is worn on the first educational day of every month, as well as for school field trips, concerts, and other special occasions.  All students must have a basic outfit.

GIRLS:
· PANTS:  Beige/khaki Lands’ End-style pants. 

· SHIRTS:  Lands’ End polo shirt bearing the CCS logo in forest green, either long or short sleeves.  
· SHOES:  Casual in brown, black, navy or grey.  (No athletic shoes or open toes.)
· HOSIERY:  Socks – crew length or longer, or nylon knee-highs in solid CCS colors, khaki, or solid black.    

· BELTS:  Optional.  Must be solid black, brown, navy, or khaki, no more than 2” wide with traditional size buckle; must be worn through belt loops.
BOYS:

· PANTS:  Beige/khaki Lands’ End-style pants.  

· SHIRTS:  Lands’ End polo shirt bearing the CCS logo in forest green, either long or short sleeves. 
· SHOES:  Casual in brown, black, navy or grey.  (No athletic shoes or open toes.)
· SOCKS:  Socks – crew length or longer in solid CCS colors, khaki, or solid black.
· BELTS:  Optional.  Must be solid black, brown, navy, or khaki, no more than 2” wide with traditional size buckle; must be worn through belt loops.
DAILY OUTFIT (K-12) – Acceptable options to the Basic Outfit 
GIRLS:

· PANTS:  Beige/khaki or navy Lands’ End-style pants.
· SKIRTS:  Beige/khaki or navy.  Girls in grades 6th – 12th may also wear Lands’ End plaid skirt.  (please see catalog for specific plaid pattern)

· SKORTS:
  Girls in grades kindergarten – 6th may wear skorts in beige/khaki or navy.  Corduroy permitted.
· JUMPERS: Girls in grades kindergarten – 6th may wear jumpers in beige/khaki or navy.  Corduroy permitted.     

· SHIRTS:  (a) Plain polo in CCS solid shirt colors, (b) Lands’ End Basic Outfit shirt, (c) Oxford shirt in white, (d) Turtlenecks or mock-turtlenecks in CCS solid shirt colors.  (Undergarments must be white when choosing to wear any white shirt option.)
· SWEATERS:  Cardigan, crew, or v-neck pull-overs or vests in CCS solid shirt colors.  No turtleneck sweaters. Hooded sweaters may be worn but hoods may not be worn up in the school building. Neither athletic / spirit attire nor coats may be substituted for CCS sweaters.

· SWEATSHIRTS / HOODIES: Lands’ End sweatshirt or hoodie bearing the CCS logo in CCS solid shirt colors. Must be worn over a collared shirt or turtleneck.  Hoods are not permitted to be worn up.
· SHOES:  Casual in brown, black, navy or grey.  (No athletic shoes or open toes.)
· HOSIERY:  Socks – crew length or longer, or nylon knee-highs in any color or print. Nylon pantyhose in solid CCS colors, black, or skin-tone. Girls in grades 6th – 12th may wear skorts and skirts without hosiery. 
· BELTS:  Optional.  Must be solid black, brown, navy, or khaki, no more than 2” wide with traditional size buckle; must be worn through belt loops. 
BOYS:
· PANTS:  Beige/khaki or navy Lands’ End-style pants.
· SHIRTS:  (a) Plain polo in CCS solid shirt colors, (b) Lands’ End Basic Outfit shirt, (c) Oxford shirt in white, (d) Turtlenecks or mock-turtlenecks in CCS solid shirt colors.  
· SWEATERS:  Cardigan, crew, or v-neck pull-overs or vests in CCS solid shirt colors.  No turtleneck sweaters. Hooded sweaters may be worn but hoods may not be worn up in the school building. Neither athletic / spirit attire nor coats may be substituted for CCS sweaters.
· TIES:  Optional.  Dark, conservative; when worn are to be fully tied and worn with a closed collar.

· SWEATSHIRTS / HOODIES: Lands’ End sweatshirt or hoodie bearing the CCS logo in CCS solid shirt colors. Must be worn over a collared shirt or turtleneck. Hoods are not permitted to be worn up.
· SHOES:  Casual in brown, black, navy or grey.  (No athletic shoes or open toes.)

· SOCKS:  Crew length or longer in any color or print. 

· BELTS:  Optional.  Must be solid black, brown, navy, or khaki, no more than 2” wide with traditional size buckle; must be worn through belt loops. 
GYM OUTFITS (K-12)
Any solid color under the rainbow:  t-shirt, gym shorts, sweatshirt, sweatpants.  Manufacturer athletic logos are permitted (i.e. Nike, Asics, Adidas, Puma, etc.).  Gym shorts length must rest no higher than mid-thigh.  All past CCS gym clothing with any past or present CCS logo is always acceptable.
ATHLETIC / SPIRIT ATTIRE 
All CCS athletic attire is for the specific use of athletes during sporting events and out of school activities. No team uniforms, sweatshirts, warm-ups or other extra-curricular activity attire may be worn during the regular school day. Exceptions to this policy may be requested of the administration through the Athletic Director by a coach/advisor for specific events (i.e. Spirit Day, major game day, etc.). 

HOT WEATHER OUTFITS (K-12) – Optional from May 1st through September 30th 

· SHORTS:  Must be dress, traditional, Lands’ End-style walking shorts in beige/khaki or navy.  No athletic shorts, denim, Spandex/biker, corduroy, cargo, patch pockets, or rivets.  
· SHIRTS:  (a) CCS logo or Workathon t-shirts (past or present), (b) Plain polo in CCS solid shirt colors, (c) Lands’ End Basic Outfit shirt, (d) Oxford shirt in white, (e) Turtlenecks or mock-turtlenecks in CCS solid shirt colors.  

· CAPRI’S:  Girls in grades K-12 may wear conservative capri’s in beige/khaki or navy.
· SHOES:  Tennis shoes, or sandals with closed toes may be worn only with shorts or capri’s.  No flip-flops.
SPECIAL DAYS DRESS POLICY (K-12)
DRESS DOWN DAYS & AFTER SCHOOL ON-CAMPUS CLOTHING
· PANTS: Casual pants, including jeans.  No sagging or tight fitting pants. Zipper length must be a minimum of 4”.  Pants are to be hemmed to an appropriate length over shoes.  No rips, tears, or holes.  No shredded hems.  Undergarments must not be visible.

· SHIRTS: Casual shirts, including T-shirts and sweatshirts.  No muscle shirts, tank tops, low-cut necklines, bare midriff or body-hugging apparel and absolutely no offensive pictures or messages. 
· SKIRTS:  Casual skirts, including jeans.  Girls in grades K-12 must wear skirts no higher than 3” above the knee. 

· SHORTS:  (May 1st through September 30th) Casual, athletic, or jean shorts in any color or print.  Must be no higher than 3” above the knee.  No Spandex / biker shorts permitted on campus. 
· SHOES:  Casual shoes.  Flip-flops not permitted during school hours.

· HATS:  Not permitted during school hours.

PICTURE DAY

· Basic outfit is to be worn for class picture.  Tops may be changed for individual poses. 
FORMAL EVENTS (High School Only)
CCS sponsors two formal events each year: Winter Formal and Junior/Senior Banquet.  Dress code violations at formal events result in a $10.00 fine.
boys:  
· Dark dress pants (no jeans, cargos or similar casual pants) 

· Dress shirt with a tie (appropriate for a formal event) 

· Dress shoes (no tennis shoes, Converse, sandals, flip-flops or work boots) 

· For Junior/Senior Banquet:  Tuxedo, suit, or sport coat is required.

GIRLS:  A diversity of cocktail length and full-length dresses is the norm. Dresses must be pre-approved by CCS female staff before formal events.
· Dresses should hang in such a way as not to cling or expose lines of undergarments. 

· Dress length should not be more than 3” above the knee. 

· Dress slits may not be more than 3” above the knee. 

· Although spaghetti straps and strapless dresses are acceptable, they must be modest and not expose any cleavage. 

· Dress backs if open but laced, may not be lower than and must fit closely at the waist. 

· Dress backs which are open without laces should not be more than half way down the back and cannot gap. 

· Dress shoes or sandals (No tennis shoes or flip-flops).
BATHING SUITS (Choir Tour, Washington, DC Trip, Retreats, etc.)
· GIRLS:  Bathing suits are to be modest.  An over-sized black or dark blue t-shirt, sufficiently long enough to loosely cover the buttocks must be worn over suits at all times. 

· BOYS:  Traditional swim trunks, which must come to no higher than the middle of the thigh. 
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
