Lifestyle Agreement

Christian Community School is a community of born-again Christians of all ages intentionally joined together as followers of Jesus. As teachers, parents, and students, we seek to honor and obey God by integrating biblical faith with our teaching and learning. Our community life calls for a way of living that is patterned after our Lord; motivated by love for God and love for others. We are role models for each other, especially our younger ones. To this goal, we intentionally and voluntarily commit ourselves to comply with the policies the school has adopted over the years that reflect biblical truth in the following areas: 

1. Relationships – Jesus taught us to love our neighbors as ourselves. We express our love in building up one another, making allowances for each, caring for one another, forgiving one another, and praying for each other. We don’t intimidate, bully, embarrass, or physically hurt each other. When we have disagreements, we obey the biblical teaching to approach in love for the purpose of understanding and reconciliation. 

2. Speech – Our school community is strengthened when our words minister life to one another. We are called to speak in a way that doesn’t harm others. Verbal putdowns, mocking, gossip, lying, profanity, vulgarity, and destructive sarcasm are words that hurt people and grieve the Lord. 

3. Morality – God designed the covenant of marriage to be between a man and a woman for life. It is the complete and only context for the fulfillment of sexual relations. The Bible defines premarital sex, adultery, homosexuality, involvement with pornography, and other forms of deviant sexuality as morally wrong and destructive to a person’s life. 

4. Substance Abuse – The CCS community refrains from the use of alcoholic beverages during any and all school functions on or off campus. The possession, use, or distribution of illegal substances and the abuse of legal substances is prohibited. 

5. Entertainment and Technology – The school appeals to its families to use biblical discretion in their choices of entertainment and technology, including, but not limited to mass media, internet use, online social networks, video games, music, and cell phones.
